Take two paper plates that are clearly different from each other.

(Two paper plates; one red and one white)

Mark the centre of each.

(Pointing to the centre of each plate)

Then cut from the edge to the centre.

(Cutting the first paper plate with scissors)

And the other one.

(Cutting the second paper plate with scissors)

Now slot them together like that.

(Slotting the two paper plates into each other)

And then rotate them to form fractions.

(Rotating the paper plates)

So here the red part would represent one-quarter and the rest here this white part would be three-quarters.

(Showing fractions formed by the combination of the paper plates)
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
